Our Program
Our program: Combines an emphasis on developing social skills along with

learning. The children are given structure along with freedom that allows
creativity to develop and self discovery to occur.

Our Staff
Little Tree staff is loving, patient and a lot of fun. Our staff is required to

receive first aid and CPR certification annually. We are also required to
earn 6 additional educational credits per year. Each care giver has
undergone a criminal history check, a child abuse clearance and met the
health requirements stipulated by the Department of Public Welfare. This
provides you and your child with experienced educated and motivated
caregivers. Our owner/director is a part of the staff and is with the

children daily.

Diaper/Potty Training
We will work with you and your child to potty train them. You will be
responsible for providing diapers and wipes until your child is completely
independent of diapers or training pants.

Release of Children
Your child will only be released to you or someone you have designated. A
drivers license is required to confirm the identity.




Meals
A morning and afternoon snack is provided along with a nutritious lunch.
Please feel free to bring your own prepared items if you feel your child
would prefer them or if your child has any special dietary needs due to
allergies, etc. No peanuts or peanut products are allowed in our childcare
facility. You can supply a pre-made breakfast to be served at the daycare
as long as your child arrives before 8AM due to interruptions in our daily
schedule.

Clothing Needs
All items need to be labeled with your child's name or initials.
Infants: 2 Sets of clothing (socks included)
Toddler to Pre-K: 1 set of clothing (socks included)
Please use your discretion: rainy or snowy days might require boots and
mittens. Sunny days will require sunscreen.

Naptime

Naptime is from 1 to 3PM. Your child will be lulled to sleep by classical
music while listening to a story. Children able to walk will sleep on a 2" vinyl
mat. Please provide a fitted sheet, blanket and any comfort item. Example:
Pillow, stuffed animals etc.

Iliness
A child having any of the following symptoms must be excluded from care
and may not return until he/she has been free of the symptoms for 24
hours.
Fever of 100 or higher - Vomiting - Diarrhea ( 2X) - Excessive runny nose
or coughing - Discharge from the eyes - Head Lice - Contagious disease
(strep throat, pinworm, viral infection, infected ears or glands, measles,
mumps, chicken pox, etc.)
Our staff is trained in the identification and treatment of the ill and
moderately ill child. Our center is disinfected daily and vinyl gloves are
used when contacting any body fluids and serving food. All caregivers are
required to wash hands after each diaper change, before eating and/or
feeding and after coming in contact with any body fluid.
